POST-OPERATIVE PATIENT INFORMATION SHEET

After your procedure you may have experience: 

[  ] Sore Throat   (2-3 days)
· Gargle with salt water for 5 minutes 4-6 times a day
· Use Cepacol lozenges or Chloraceptic spray 2-3 times per day for relief.
· Take the Tylenol# 3 or an alternative medication provided to you.
· Use extra strength Tylenol, (Please be cautious to not take in excess of daily recommended doses of Tylenol if you take this in addition to Tylenol #3).

[  ] You may cough up blood for 3-4 days after your surgery.  After 1-2 days the blood     
      should turn dark red.  If bright red blood persists for more than 3 days or you cough      
      up greater than a half cup in a 24 hour period, please call us.  If this is
      severe, go to your nearest emergency room.  If not severe, but you 
      develop these symptoms, call us immediately.      

[  ] Coughing  - You should expect some coughing for the next few weeks.  Some of this 
      will be productive (you will cough it up) and some dry.  If productive it may be 
      discolored.  Your coughing should stop 1-2 weeks after your procedure. 
      If your coughing persists beyond 2 weeks or is adversely affecting your life, please
      call us.      
   
[  ] Risks 
· Migration - Some stents can slip down in the airway.  
· Plugging   - Sometimes the secretions you cough up are very thick and                               
             sticky and may get stuck your in your stent. 
· Should either of these things occur, your coughing may recur 
             significantly or you may suddenly feel more short of breath.  If this is
             severe, go to your nearest emergency room.  If not severe, but you 
             develop these symptoms, call us immediately.      
                          
 [  ] Stent Maintenance -  To help prevent problems with your stent, we will ask that you 
      use the following nebulized treatments:

 	(1) Albuterol, one unit dose, nebulized twice daily
 	(2) Mucomyst, 5 ml of 10% solution, nebulized once daily.  Please use this after  
                  your morning or evening Albuterol treatment.  
                  The 2 medications cannot be mixed.     

You
      will be called the night before your bronchoscopy between 4 and 5 PM, to tell you         
      what time to arrive.
